One of the men that Greg has been
discipling is from a village in Veracruz
called Achichipic. For over a year now
this man (Gregorio, “Goyo”) has been
going back home to his village as often
as possible and talking to the people
about Jesus in their common language
of Nauhtl (the aztec language). God has
used him in great ways to reach the
people of this village. Many times he
has prayed for people and God has
healed them. Even the local “witch
doctor” asked him to teach him how to
heal the people. Goyo told him that it
was God who healed the people, not
him.

This past week Goyo invited Greg
and a few others from the church to go
with him to his village so that they could
have a baptism service for several who
had commited their lives to Christ.
While they were there Goyo and a
couple other church leaders baptized 15
people including Goyo’s 90 yr. old
mother! Afterwards they held a church
service and shared a meal. What a
privilege to witness the birth of a new
church body! The church here in
Pachuca is commited to supporting this
“mission” by helping Goyo and another
leader be able to make the trip more
often and giving Goyo the training and
encouragement he needs to “pastor”
these new brothers and sisters in Christ.
